


Beavercreek Township Park Board
Regular Meeting Minutes

August 25,2009

4. Update on Elano (Unison) Easement Payment: Mr. Darden reported that he had supplied
Unison staff with documentation, but they had not responded yet.

5. Update on Bike Path Connector and Fencing between Rotary Park and Hunter's Ridge: Mr.
Darden stated the fencing installation has not yet begun. The MOA has been signed by the City,
Mr. Darden, and Mr. Volkerding of the Sanitary Engineering Dept.; however it is awaiting
signature by the County Administrator, followed by the Township Trustees.

6. New Shelter for Community Park: Per Mr. Darden, this item remains on hold awaiting the
, Parks Master Planning. Mr. Robinson recommended this item be closed for now and removed

from Old Business. The board agreed. ITEM CLOSED.

7. Flagpoles at Community Park: According to Mr. Darden, Mr. Hamilton has not yet prepared
the Statement of Work nor obtained the required 3 bids [quotes]. Mr. Darden said Mr. Hamilton
told him that he will complete those actions by September 10.

8. Park Board Meeting Facility: No actions have been taken by board members to look into this
item. Ms. Cochran agreed it would be good for the board members to visit the existing facility to
see if it could be renovated and used by the Park Board. She also stated the existing furniture in
the office/storeroom is owned by the Park District. Mr. Darden will get the entry key and set up
a visit on an upcoming Saturday.

New Business:
1. August 10 Greene County Budget Hearing Report: Mr. Darden reported the hearing went
smoothly and the budget for 2010 was approved without comment. Mr. Robinson asked if the
board has or will receive written approval of the budget. Mr. Darden said no. Mr. Robinson said
he would look into it and see if written approval might be found in the hearing notes or other
documents.

2. Alignment of Park Board Duties for remainder of2009: After some discussion as to the
duties of Chairman [aka President], Secretary, and Treasurer, Mr. Darden indicated he would
like to remain as Chairman. Mr. Robinson and Ms. Cochran agreed. Mr. Darden then moved to
have Ms. Cochran take over the Secretary position. Mr. Robinson seconded. All three members
voted aye and the motion passed. Mr. Darden then moved to have Mr. Robinson become the
Treasurer, the position previously held by Mr. Hausman. Ms. Cochran seconded the motion. All
three members voted aye and the motion passed. Mr. Darden then brought up the issue of
signing checks and stated it was his understanding that about 5 years ago Ms. Hamilton was
granted the authority to write checks on behalf of the Park Board but he had never seen that in
writing. He noted that this was not an issue with state auditors over the past 2 audits. However,
he noted that he felt the overriding issue was more about Treasurer involvement than in past; Mr.
Robinson agreed. Mr. Robinson said he would be getting with Ms. Hamilton to make sure that
he was shown at our bank (National City that he was the Treasurer) and that he would be getting
very involved with the Treasure responsibilities; Mr. Robinson said he would investigate further
to see if he should be signing all checks.
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Mr. Hamilton's Report (as related earlier in the day to Mr. Darden):
Accomplishments:

• Purchased Split Rail Fencing.
• Oversaw the painting of the Victory Park Shelter and restroom masonry sealing at

Community Park.
• Provided routine surveillance to include restroom re-stocking as needed.
• Met with girl scouts to plan upcoming cleanup at Community Park.
• Repaired the outside lights at the Community Park restrooms.

Planned Actions:
• Continue routine surveillance
• Work the Community Park flagpole replacement effort
• Oversee the split rail fence installation long the bike path

Next Meeting: The next regularly monthly meeting is scheduled for 7:00 PM Thursday,
September 24,2009 at the Beavercreek Township Fire Admin Building. However, Mr. Darden
indicated the admin building will be undergoing renovation, so he will look into alternate
locations.

Adjournment: There being no further business, Mr. Robinson moved the meeting be adjourned;
Ms. Cochran seconded. The motion carried. Mr. Darden adjourned the meeting at 8:28 PM.
